Changes to the Child Protection Guidance - April 2011
There are 4 key changes to the Highland interagency Child Protection Guidance from 01/04/2011. 
 
1.   Children’s names will no longer be placed on the Child    Protection Register under a category. 
 
The QA&RO will require a primary risk factor to be identified and how this impacts on the child/children. This information will be recorded on the Child Protection Register on Carefirst. 
 
2.   Unborn babies “Names” will now be placed on the Child Protection Register immediately following the Child Protection plan Meeting. The meeting should take place by 28 weeks into the pregnancy. 
3.   Should professionals at a Child Protection plan meeting be unable to reach decisions the Quality Assurance & Reviewing Officer will make the decision based on their assessment and analysis of the information that has been shared. 
4.   All timescales for best practice in the guidance are now in calendar days and have changed slightly. See attached. 
 
The guidance has been updated to reflect these changes and the opportunity has been taken to correct any errors. The main sections that are affected are as follows:
